Your loved one requires full
time care and is no longer
safe in their own home. They
don’t always recognize you,
but must rely on you for
assistance with activities of
daily living like eating and
going to the bathroom. You
know this new level of care
is beyond your capabilities
and your own family is
resentful of the time
demands.

‘It was during this time that we as
a family required a lot of support.
Decline in physical abilities are one
thing, but decline in mental abilities
was very difficult to witness on a
daily basis. Keeping in contact with
the staff at Waterford Place and
being on a first name basis with
them helped us to cope with what
was happening. Knowing mom
was in good hands; being well
protected and taken care of helped
greatly to calm our fears.
